Did you know this year the PTA has provided students in grades 2-6 with access to IXL Math? IXL is a
diagnostic resource that adapts to meet the needs of each student. Because at Briarwood, we value
personalized instruction for all students. We are using it to fill in gaps in learning as well as enrich in areas
of strength. Teachers use IXL to supplement core instruction where they are lacking resources. Because
classroom teachers are only given grade level content, they need IXL to help meet students’ needs that
extend beyond the grade level curriculum. This gives students support in areas they may need
remediation and enrichment in areas they need extension.
